How can I be happy when I have little to be thankful for? 
“Blessed are those who are invited to the wedding supper of the Lamb!” 

Revelation 19:9 
 

For many of us, as the calendar is flipped to the 
month of November, thoughts of turkey and 
pumpkin pie make our mouths water. We think 
ahead to family traditions that we have 
faithfully followed through the years. Family, 
food, and football all provide the opportunity to 
gather and reflect on the many things we’re 
thankful for.
